rule to the CKC within 14 days of the action.

A dog awarded Winners at a Championship Show held under
these Dog Show Rules shall be credited with a number of
championship points (ranging from 0 to 5), and the
determination of the number of championship points to be
credited to the dog awarded winners shall be as provided
hereunder:

A class dog awarded Best in Show at an All-Breed
Championship Show will be credited with five points
inclusive of any points won at the Breed or Group level.

In no case may a dog earn more than five points at a single
show.

In order for a dog to be recognized as a champion it must win
at least 10 points under 3 different judges, which includes at
least one 2-point win. This 2-point win must be at the breed
or group level.



All exhibitors must cover the floor of their grooming area.
Plastic, paper or fabric material which may be secured with
painter’s tape. (Duct tape is NOT permissible.) The floors
have recently been replaced and there is a ZERO TOLERANCE
POLICY for uncovered grooming space.

All exhibitors are required to clean up after their dogs. Clean
up bags and garbage bins are available for this purpose
throughout the show site. There continues to be those who
do not take responsibility for their dogs, jeopardizing the
club’s access to this venue. For this reason, exhibitors who
permit a dog to soil on the show grounds without cleaning up
will be denied entry to NKC shows and trials for one full
calendar year.
